Following the closed meeting on February 6, Council rose and reported on the following resolutions:

e That the City host a celebration of life at the Parksville Outdoor Theatre in spring or summer 2023.

e That staff investigate cost sharing, entertainment and community partnership opportunities for the celebration
of life and report back to Council with options.

e That staff prepare a news release and provide opportunity for public engagement on additional ideas for
recognition of Phil St Luke on Let’s Talk Parksville.

e That Council support in principle a statue of Phil St Luke in the City of Parksville, contingent upon funds being
raised by the community with a final decision on location, design and role of the City being made after
consideration of proposals from community groups.

As indicated in the resolution, staff will provide Council with a suggested plan for a community celebration to be
held at the Parksville Outdoor Theatre in the Parksville Community Park. We will consult Phil’s family and as plans
are confirmed, will advise the public of the arrangements.

Council also wishes to receive ideas and suggestions for further recognition of Mr. St Luke. This opportunity will be
provided on the City’s engagement platform, Let’s Talk Parksville, and will be announced once the site has been set
up.
