Burger also added, “We hope that by holding this meeting at Ballenas, our youth will be 
curious and decide to engage as well.” 
 
The week of May 20 to May 26 is Local Government Awareness Week, a partnership between UBCM, 
CivicInfo BC, the Local Government Management Association, Ministry of Community, Sport and 
Cultural Development, Ministry of Education, Public Works Association and BC School Trustees 
Association. The goal for this week is to generate awareness and educate the public about the roles 
and responsibilities of local government and encourage the public to participate in local 
government processes.
