e Healthy and physically fit (medical and fitness screening required), non-smoker
e Good driver (valid BC drivers licence and good driving record
e Of good character (RCMP security check required)
Able and willing to commit to the community
Live in the Parksville or Qualicum Beach fire protection areas
Daytime availability preferred
Able to attend weekly training sessions
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Open Practice/Training Nights
The public is welcome to attend a regular practice night; a great way to see firsthand what’s involved in training to be a
volunteer firefighter; to observe a practice, ask questions and chat with members and officers. Practices run from 7-9
pm, please arrive by 6.45 pm and stay as long as you wish.
